      Our class is currently focusing on the strategy of questioning.  Questioning occurs before, during, and after reading a story.  We have practiced this strategy extensively in class so the children are very familiar with it.  Before they read a story, they are expected to ask questions such as what they think will happen in the story.  Questions before reading help to activate a child’s prior knowledge.  As they read a story, they are expected to stop to ask themselves questions.  When they finish reading a text, they are also expected to ask questions about the text.  This is done to check comprehension.
